      For students entering grades K – 10 
1. Unlimited applications are being accepted for students in grades K-2 at Crescentwood and Forest Park, grades 3-5 at Bellview and Pleasantview, grades 6-8 at Eastpointe Middle School, and grades 9-10 at Eastpointe High School.  

2. The buildings available for Schools of Choice students and the number of spaces in each building will be determined by Eastpointe Community Schools.

3. All applications will be screened for accurate information.  This may involve contacting the former school district.

4. Acceptance is conditional until Eastpointe Community Schools receives and reviews all school reports.

5. Eastpointe Community Schools’ registration process for students accepted through Schools of Choice must be completed by February 2, 2018.  If students are not registered by that date, Eastpointe Community Schools will assume that the application for Schools of Choice has been withdrawn.

6. Section 105c requires that the choice district must enter into a cooperative agreement with the special education pupil’s resident district as to the payment of added costs associated with the pupil’s program and services.
7. If a pupil is eligible for special education services prior to the pupil being enrolled under section 105c by the district for the first time, and the district and resident district fail to reach a cooperative agreement, the pupil shall not be enrolled. (MCL § 388.1705c(19)).

8. Once registered, students may remain in Eastpointe Community Schools until graduation if the student complies with all guidelines for Schools of Choice and the Eastpointe Community Schools’ Student Code of Conduct.  

Discipline Criteria for Schools of Choice Applicants

Applications will not be accepted from students who do not meet the following discipline criteria:  

“Schools of Choice applicants must have no more than two suspensions for the 
previous school year, resulting in no more than 10 days out of school”.  

Attendance
Transportation is not provided for Schools of Choice students.  Students are expected to arrive and depart school on time, in accordance with the Eastpointe Community Schools’ Attendance Policy and Student Code of Conduct.
